Information 
packets shared statistics on tobacco, drug and alcohol use in Boone County.

For instance, did you know that, according to the West Virginia Substance Abuse Indicator 
Profiles, Boone County is among a group of four counties that lead the state in the percentage 
of people 26 years of age and older that consume alcohol, or that Boone County has a high 
mortality rate related to tobacco use?

Stop Watch has been working on substance abuse prevention since 2006. Anyone interested in
substance abuse prevention is welcome to attend the next coalition meeting on Thursday, 
June 19 at 12 Noon at Park Avenue Restaurant in Danville (lunch is Dutch treat).
